On January 19, 2023, the Completion Ceremony of the Grant Contracts for “The Project for Establishing 

Social Entrepreneurship and Vocational Training Center to Support Vulnerable People in Dilijan” up to USD 

74,879 within the framework of the Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects of the 

Government of Japan was held in Dilijan, Tavush region.  

The Ceremony was attended by Mr. FUKUSHIMA Masanori, Ambassador of Japan to Armenia, Mr. 

Davit Sargsyan, Head of Dilijan Community and Mr. Emin Yeritsyan, President of “Union of Communities of 

Armenia” NGO, as well as representatives from partner organizations. 

The Project aims to create employment opportunities for physically or mentally disabled people and 

their families and further contribute to the improvement of their livelihood and economic independence by 

establishing the Social Entrepreneurship and Vocational Training Center, which provides laundry and café 

services in Dilijan, Tavush region. As a result, approximately 360 people annually benefit from the Project. 
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
